Hesperostipa spartea Search Protocol					Thursday, June 30, 2011
Materials:  meterstick,  Visor, flag bag with several orange flags as needed
The spartea was planted at 1.00 m intervals, 10.0 cm north of the Echinacea angustifolia plant position.
The searching begins by finding the assigned Echinacea angustifolia at the row and position, then searching the 10.0 cm north area.  While one person searches, their partner completes the form on the Visor.
Row and position show automatically, verbally confirm this with one another.
A box exists for the presence of a toothpick to be checked if the original is found.
Stipa Status has a field to mark if the plant can’t be found, a rock or hole blocks planting, if no landmark exists (the E. angustifolia or a staple), if the plant is dead, if an awn is found, if a seed is found or if a sticker marking the Stipa for planting is found.  More than one of these boxes can be checked at the same time.
Count the number of leaves and measure the length of the longest leaf to the nearest whole centimeter from the ground to the tip.  (It is often longer than 20.0 cm so the meterstick can be used for this as well.)
Notes allows for information input beyond the status box.
Planting notes will indicate if no Stipa was planted in the location.
There is a box that must be checked when completed for the form to save.
The initials contain the first and last initials of the searcher first then the Visor form partner.  (They need to be entered once- only change if the roles would change.)
If not completely finished with a row, mark it with two orange flags to be continued by the same searcher.  
Sync the Visors upon returning to Hjelm House

Hints for stipa vs. poa			the poa angle of leaves from stem is wider than stipa
	Stipa leaves have “stripes” running parallel, it is not as wide or as waxy as poa
	Stipa leaves have a narrowed end like a dried thread while poa ends like a keel or wedge
